RULES AND GUIDELINES

Eligibility

Entries must be completed by a currently registered
student or recent graduate (must have graduated in the
2009-10 academic year) of an accredited college or
university. Entries in any category may NOT exceed 10
minutes in length.

Categories
Live Action

Traditional live action

Animation/Digital Media
Traditional cell animation, 3D animation, stop-
motion, digitally-created content/imagery

Forms and Entry Fees

Every submission must be accompanied by an
application form and a $5.00 processing fee in the form
of cash or check (made payable to ASUCLA). Multiple
submissions are accepted but each film must have its
own application and processing fee.

Process and Guidelines for Finalist Selections

The UCLA Campus Events Commission (CEC) will
view each entry and select the finalists in both
categories. Finalist entries are then sent to our panel of
exceptional industry judges whose scores will
determine the winners of all Judge Awards. The UCLA
Campus Events Commission will also select the
winners of the CEC Awards. Both the Shorttakes
Committee and judges consider the following when
judging: creativity and originality, quality of work, and
style.

Notification of Finalists

Accepted entries will be notified on or before May 14™
2010. For presentation purposes, entries will be copied
and compiled onto a single screener.

Shorttakes Finale

The Shorttakes Finale will take place on Tuesday, May
25" 2010 at UCLA’s Ackerman Grand Ballroom. The
evening will consist of: screenings of finalist films from
both categories, presentation of awards, raffles/prizes,
and the filmmaker reception. The finale is open to the
public.
